THE NORTHERN MARITIME MUSEUM

This museum, opened in 1990, tells A visitors of the Pomors (on
display are models of ships and implements used by them in fishing and sea-
hunting) and of the history of the port of Arkhangelsk, which goes back to 1693,
when Peter the Great founded the first state-owned shipyard on the island of
Solombala. A year later the sea-going merchant ship “Saint Paul” B

A great number of ships had been built at the Solombala shipyard before
1862 when the Admiralty in Arkhangelsk was closed. Visitors to the museum can
see models of some of C___ vessels.

Part of the exposition features Arkhangelsk as the gate to the Arctic, for
since the middle of the 18" century it has been the starting point for polar
expeditions.

A prominent place in the museum is also given to exhibits relating to the
period of the Great Patriotic War, when weapons, ammunition and other cargoes
from D UK and the USA were delivered to the ports of Murmansk and
Arkhangelsk E__ the Allied Convoys.

Museum of Wooden Architecture and Folk Art in Malye Karely. It is situated in a
picturesque place not far from Arkhangelsk. More than 100 wooden buildings
A here from the banks of B Pinega, Mezen, Dvina and Onega rivers.
Visitors can see wooden churches, peasant log houses and other farm buildings,
such as barns, wild-mills and bathhouses. The buildings are complete with
furnishings, household articles and tools as well as numerous folk-art objects.

The museum becomes very lively during festivals when folk choirs in native
dress C___ and dance, or in winter when the visitors can have a ride in a
traditional Russian ‘troika’ (a three-horse sleigh) to the accompaniment of church
bells.

On festive summer days the place D____ into a fair with E tents,
kiosks, food counters, entertainments and ‘mastershops’ where everybody is sure
to find something to his or her liking.

THE REGIONAL MUSEUM

The Regional Museum was founded A 1837 and is one of the oldest in
the country. Here visitors can acquaint B with the history and geography of
the region and with its natural resources. Archaeological finds show where the
aboriginal Ugro-Finnish tribes lived on the banks of the river; other exhibits tell the
visitors about the intrusion of settles from Moscow and Novgorod and their
assimilation with the aborigines. They were called the Pomors (literally ‘those

living by the sea’). Clothes, tools and beautifully carved wooden utensils C a
vivid picture of their way of life.
The collection D 150,000 articles, part of which make a permanent

exposition. The rest are displayed in regularly arranged special exhibitions devoted
to important periods and events in earlier and later history of the North.

Exhibitions E both in the main building of the museum and in Gostiny
Dvor, which was turned over to the museum in 1982.
