Near the holiday village Malye Karely you can find a surprising land of
the northern beauty, a mysterious and enigmatic nook of the Russian North -
the largest open-air state museum of wooden architecture in Russia — Malye
Korely. The Arkhangelsk State Museum of Wooden Architecture and Folk
Arts was founded on the 17th of July, 1964. It was opened in 1973. Its total

area is 140 hectares.

More than 100 monuments of wooden architecture of the 16th-
19th centuries are situated there. The exhibits were brought from different ar-
eas of Archangelsk region. You can see there about 120 structures, including
churches, chapels, peasant houses, as well as eight windmills and one water-

mill, wells, fences and other masterpieces of wooden architecture.

There are 4 sectors: Kargopolsko-Onezhsky, Mezensky and Pinezhsky,
Dvinskoy. Between sectors of the museum there is a passage of 150 steps
upwards and 150 steps downwards. The museum owns two more properties
in Arkhangelsk — the House of Commercial Assembly, called the Marfin
House, and the mansion of Maria Kunitsyna. This is a huge complex visited

by about 200 000 people a year.

The museum gives a very good concept of the old northern village. The
most interesting period for visiting Malye Korely is the time of folk celebra-
tions when centuries-old songs are sung, when the museum is full of bright
colours of ancient folk costumes, when the bells are ringing in a traditional
northern style. Guests can take part in games and entertainments, have a
speedy ride in sledges driven by trotters, taste ‘shangi’ and ‘blini’ with a cup

of hot tea from real Russian Samovars.

Thus, unforgettable atmosphere, picturesque landscapes with the
uniqgue monuments of wooden architecture, cordiality and hospitality of
northern people - all this will charm and fascinate you. Don’t miss the chance

to visit it!

The Solovetsky Archipelago [ a:ki'pelogau] is situated in the western
part of the White Sea, less than 100 miles from the Arctic Circle, and consists

of 6 big and many small islands.

The Solovetsky Monastery was founded in 1436 by the monk [mank]
Zosima, however, monk Savvatiy from the Kirillo-Belozersky Monas-
tery lived on the island from 1429 to 1436, and is considered to be a co-

founder of the monastery.

When visiting the Solovetsky Islands (also called as Solovki), you can
get acquainted [o'kweintid] with the legendary ['ledzond(a)ri] monastery and
fortress, learn the history of the infamous (neuansno u3Bectnsiii) Stalin's Gu-

lag camp. You can see numerous hermitages ['h3:mitids] in different parts of
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the island, stone labyrinths of prehistoric times, take an exciting boat trip
along the intricate ['intrikst] (3amyrannsrit) canal system of the island, con-

necting its largest lakes.

The archipelago [ a:kr'pelogau] is a place of inhabitation [in habi'terf(s)n]
of white whales (beluga). Beluga whale watching is a never-to-be forgotten

experience.

More than 100 plant species ['spi:fi:z] can be found in Solovki Botani-

cal Garden, including those that usually grow far to the south.

There are two main ways to reach the Solovetsky Islands: by air from
Arkhangelsk, or by boat from Kem or Belomorsk. In the summer months,
boats also ply the route (mpomarate mapmipyt) between Arkhangelsk and
Solovki (up to three times a month).

To start with, Lomonosov was born in 1711 in the village of Denisovka
near Kholmogory in the north of Russia. He began his working life when he
was still a boy. The son of a fisherman, he often went with his father to the
White Sea and to the Arctic Ocean. He learned much about nature and about
the life of his country. At an early age Lomonosov was eager to learn and
read every book he could find. He didn’t go to school as there were no
schools where he lived. Instead he studied Russian grammar and arithmetic
on his own.

At the age of 19 the young man left his home and went on foot to Mos-
cow where he managed to enter the Slavonic-Greek-Latin Academy. His first
years of study were difficult, but Mikhail worked hard and made great pro-
gress. His unusual ability as a student became evident very soon, and in 1731
he won a scholarship to University of Marburg, Germany. There he worked
in the field of sciences and also wrote lyric poetry.

In 1745 Lomonosov returned to Saint Petersburg and was appointed
professor of chemistry at the Academy of Sciences. Working there he orga-
nized a laboratory and made a lot of discoveries in chemistry and physics.
Besides this M.Lomonosov wrote poetry that had a great effect on the devel-
opment of the Russian literary language. The first Russian grammar was writ-
ten by him as well. He paid much attention to public education. Moreover,

Moscow University was founded on the initiative of Lomonosov in 1755.
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M.Lomonosov was generally recognized as one of the most outstanding
persons in the world in the 18" century. He died in 1765.
In the end I’d like to say that Lomonosov was a great patriot deeply

loving his Motherland and had a great desire to make it a prosperous country.
